To begin  your HugoNet Dialup Connection on OSX, 
simply click the Apple Menu and click ‘  System 
Preferences’ 

In System Preferences in the ‘ Internet & Network’ Area, 
double click on ‘Network’ to open the network settings. 

In ‘show’  dropdown, select ‘I nternal Modem’  and 
in the ‘L ocation’  dropdown, select New Location 
and Type as the new location ‘HugoNet’  

4. Entering Account  Details 5. DNS Settings 6. Open ‘Internet Connect’ 

Click on the ‘PPP’ tab and enter HugoNet as the 
Service Provider, your username, password and the 
HugoNet Dialup Number 0198308020. After all 
detail have been entered correctly, click ‘Apply 

Click on the TCP/IP Tab and click on the text space 
where it reads ‘DNS Servers’ and enter  the Primary 
DNS ‘114.111.142.99’ then hit return and the secondary 
DNS ‘114.111.142.100’ then click ‘Apply Now’  

To open internet connect you must double click 
‘Macintosh HD’ then go to application then find 
‘Internet Connect in the list.

7. Internet Connect 8. Connected! 

To begin a dialup session, click on ‘Internal 
Modem’ If you entered all details correctly in 
Network Settings for HugoNet, ‘HugoNet (Main 
Number)’ will appear in the ‘Configuration’ 
Dropdown. To connect, simply click connect.
